回向院は1657年の明暦の大火（振
袖火事）で命を落とした無縁仏のた
めに建立された寺。以降、多数の無
縁仏が葬られた。境内には鼠小僧
次郎吉の墓があり、この墓石の破片
を持って帰ると願い事がかなうと伝え
られている。

Eko-in Temple is a temple built for the 
person who died leaving no one to attend to 
his grave to have died with The Great Fire of 
Meireki (Furisode Fire) in 1657. A lot of 
person who died leaving no one to attend to 
his graves were buried at the following. It is 
told that there is a grave of Nezumi-kozo 
Jirokichi in precincts, and It is told that a 
wish will come ture when the splinter of this 
tombstone is taken home.
